Archbishop Benson School is bidding to bag a massive 
cash boost from the Tesco Bags of Help initiative. 
 
Tesco teamed up with Groundwork to launch the monthly 
funding scheme, which sees grants of £5,000, £2,000 and 
£1,000 – all raised from the 5p bag levy – being awarded 
to local outdoor community projects. 
 
Three groups in every Tesco region have been shortlisted 
to receive the cash award and this month shoppers are 
being invited to head along to Tesco stores to vote for who 
they think should take away the top grant. 
 
Archbishop Benson School is one of the groups on the 
shortlist. 
 
“As Headteacher of Archbishop Benson School for 23 
years, Jeff Smith was renowned for his unwavering 
commitment to creating a nurturing and enriching 
school in the heart of Truro.  He would be delighted to 
know that our proposed memorial garden, in his 
honour, is a continuation of his compelling vision for 
the school. 
 
In a world that is becoming increasingly busy and 
demanding for children, we want to create a calm and 
peaceful garden area that would allow our pupils to 
freely engage in quiet interaction and contemplation 
on a daily basis.  We are very excited at the potential 
opportunity to create a landscaped outdoor area, with 
seating, that could be used creatively and 
therapeutically to enrich the lives of our children.  We 
feel passionately about the health and wellbeing of 
our pupils and we know that many groups of children 
ranging from our Breakfast and Lunchtime Clubs 
through to our nurture groups and Family Learning 
groups would benefit enormously from such a tranquil 
spot, as well as being freely available to all children at 
Breaktimes and lunchtimes. 
 
It would mean the world to the children, parents, staff 
and governors of Archbishop Benson School if we 
received community support and backing for this 
memorial garden, as we continue to endeavour to 
serve successive generations of Truro families to the 
very best that we possibly can.” 
 
Voting is open in stores from 2 January to 28 January.  
Customers will cast their vote using a token given to them 
at the check-out in store each time they shop. 
 
Tesco’s Bags of Help project has already delivered over 
£24 million to more than 2,400 projects up and down the 
UK.  Tesco customers get the chance to vote for three 
different groups each month.
